On November 1, 2013 the new Mandatory Continuing Education Rule overseeing all: Events and

Requirements will be in effect for architects, professional engineers  prqgramming, Finances,

November 1, 2013, you are required to obtain 24 hours of approved
Health, Safety and Welfare credits in order to renew your license 24 cpyistine zylla Lovstrom:

For those license renews on Communications, Social Media,
November 1, 2014, the credits would need to be earned by Emerging Professionals,
November 1, 2016. The list of approved subjects is listed in the new Membership inquiries
